Introduction

· ensuring venues are not damaged in any way.

Procedures

If the behaviour of a student does not meet the abovementioned requirements then the responsible person for the activity may take any of the following actions;

· counsel the student; 

· after being given an opportunity to respond to any allegation, terminate the participation of the student in the activity; and/or

· recommend that the student is charged with misconduct pursuant the Monash Statute 4.1 – Discipline.
