	Biology Bridging Program



If you have NOT done VCE Biology or equivalent, you will have the opportunity to participate in a 4 week online Biology Bridging Course. The online bridging course is offered only to students who have not done Biology. 

To register for the course you will need to email 

biology-bridging-course@monash.edu as soon as you have been offered a place in the Monash Medical Course.

A workshop will be held on Monday 23rd of January 2- 4pm in lecture theatre M2 (the day you collect your ID card) to introduce you to the course and familiarise you with the challenges of online learning. At the end of the workshop, you will have the opportunity to meet the other students in the course and will be assigned to an online tutorial group. After this workshop, the course is conducted entirely online. 

We strongly recommend, if you do not have any background in Biology, to set aside at least 3 hours/day during this 4 week period to study and collaborate online with the other students enrolled in the Biology Bridging Course.
